1. Hard hats to PAS015 standard must be worn at all times when mounted.  Back protectors must be worn for cross country phase.

3. The Judges decision is final

4. No horse or pony under four years old may compete

5. Legal Liability – Save death or personal injury caused by the negligence of the organisers, or anyone for whom they are in law responsible, neither the organisers of this event, nor the BHS, nor any agent, employee or representative of these bodies accepts any liability for any accident, loss, damage, injury or illness to horses, owners, riders, spectators, land, cars, their contents and accessories, or any other person or property whatsoever, whether caused by their negligence, breach of contract or in any other way whatsoever.

6. Age is taken at the day of the event

7. No illegal assistance by spectators

8. Any objection must be accompanied by a fee of £10 which will only be refunded if the judge upholds the objection.

9. In the event of adverse weather, it is the competitor’s responsibility to telephone to confirm that the event will take place (07745 405925)

10. Entry fees will only be refunded on production of a valid vet’s certificate.

11. The Committee reserve the right to cancel any class with less than six entries by the closing date.

12. This event is run in accordance with the BE Rules of 2010..

13. Dressage sheets will only be released once the results are published for the class.  Marked      dressage sheets can be sent on to competitors, if they leave a stamped, SAE.

14. All trophies are awarded on a perpetual challenge basis, and are to be signed for.

15. A valid ‘original’ passport must accompany each horse travelling to/competing in this event.                        This passport must be available to be produced upon request, on the day of the competition.
